Care4Diabetes – 2025 General Assembly Meeting
26–27 March 2025 – Rome, Italy
The EU Joint Action Care4Diabetes (C4D) held its 2025 General Assembly on 26–27 March in Rome, hosted by the Istituto Superiore di Sanità (ISS). Representatives from 19 entities across 12 countries met to review intermediate results, share national progress, and strengthen collaboration on diabetes prevention and management.
The meeting opened with welcome remarks from ISS leadership, followed by a presentation from HaDEA highlighting the European Commission’s Healthier Together initiative and the importance of building on existing best practices in tackling non-communicable diseases. Project coordinators and Work Package leaders provided updates on communication, evaluation, sustainability, and implementation, including ongoing use of the PDSA cycle to refine pilot activities.
Piloting countries presented preliminary results through a roundtable workshop, while health authorities discussed sustainability plans beyond 2026. Malta delivered its national update during the policy session.
The meeting reinforced cooperation across Member States as partners continue pilot implementation and prepare for Phase II.
